(1) The algorithm of patient’s selection was given in this paper.
(2) All the patients received antiviral therapy in our study and were followed up for at least 3 months, and the serum HBVDNA mutation was determined by direct sequencing method in those patients when serum HBV DNA were positive, but we did not find any entecavir resistant mutations by direct sequencing method. Although we did not find poor compliance in these patients, we could not exclude the possibility. 
(3)G-CSF therapy could boost CD34+ cell from bone marrow to the periphery. But after six-day therapy, on day 30 peripheral CD34+ cell number decreased to the baseline. We also did not find correlation between CD34+ cell number and liver function improvement, which mentioned in discussion part.
(4) We used the albumin administration for therapy in these patients. In order to exclude the effect, we used the same protocol in the G-CSF group as well as in the control. So we suppose the effect of albumin was even to both group of patients.
(5) We ask for statistician’s help and checked our statistical analysis and made some correction.  
(6) We would like to put the result section in the first part, but found it is easier to understand for readers in chronological order, so we did not make this minor adjustment.
