(1) The reviewer suggests to  explain in the text the aspect related to the use of intrahepatic portocaval shunt in the treatment of portal venous aneurysm.

Portocaval shunt was performed in patients with complicated portal aneurysm and portal hypertension ( Turner KC et al. J Vasc Nurs 2011; 29: 135-138). On the other hand there was the evidence that the intrahepatic portosystemic shunt may prevent  the risk of portal thrombosis in cirrhotic patients (Senzolo M et al. Liver Int 2012; 32(6):919-927). These observations led us to speculate about the possibility that the portosystemic shunt could be used to reduce portal pressure and the turbolent flow with blood stasis in the aneurysm reducing the risk of thrombosis and rupture. Seen that the intrahepatic portosystemic shunt is not recognized as a therapy of portal aneurysm, the risk of dysfunction in a patient without an history of variceal bleeding and the uncertainty of the patient, have lead us to choose a conservative approach.
