(1) We totally agree with the fact that empirical embolization without endoscopic assessment needs to be explained by the authors of the initial article. That’s one of the reasons of our letter on this article. 

(2) The rationale behind the use of only sponge particles where a combination of coils with gelfoam/glue has some demonstrated benefits has been discussed.
(3) Redundant statements have been removed as suggested:
1. This paragraph has been simplified to a single sentence stating that studies have demonstrated the feasibility of TAE. The entire discussion on the paper by Chiu et al has been removed.
2. This sentence about the utility of endoscopy in upper gastrointestinal bleeding has been removed, as suggested.
3. The two sentences about the meta-analysis by Sacks et al in 1990 comparing endoscopic haemostasis to “standard treatment” have been removed, as suggested.
4. The use of a combination of coils with gelfoam or glue has been justified on the basis of publications and our personal experience. Errors of grammar and syntax have been corrected. Overall, the letter has been shortened and made more precise.
