(1) The English language of the manuscript has been edited.
(2) Page 5, last sentence: What is Mass? Please correct. Mass is an author, has been corrected to Mass et al. 

(3) Page 8: The MRI registrations were examined by one radiologist.

What are MRI registrations? MRI images were interpreted by one radiologist (PK). Similarly, what are ordinary GI pathologists? The slides were analysed by consultant pathologists according to everyday routine.
(3) Figures: Need figures from representative cases that should have images from MRI, ERUS and histology. Figures have been supplemented. 

(4) The study is little bit biased. Both modalities were not used to assess all the parameters of cancer assessment. For example, MRI was used to assess the size and lymphnode (LN) metastasis but ERUS was used to assess peri-rectal invasion. For the sake of brevity, MRI assessment of perirectal invasion and ERUS assessment of lymph nodes were not included in the results, but I have now included them in table 2.
