(1) reply to reviewer 00505466: 
a. This article is part of an editorial project in whom all the issues related to CRS and HIPEC are addressed. We were asked to review the anesthesiology management and few topics of perioperative medicine (i.e. pain control, postoperative care in ICU, quality of life and nutritional support). Even though this paper is of anesthesiology interest (and eventually goes beyond it covering several topics of perioperative medicine too) the editorial board decided to highlight these topics in order to give a comprehensive view of the procedure itself;
b. All units of measure were added in the text and standardized;
c. Data from Tsiftsis et al (Arch Surg 1999; 134:545) were added;
d. Statement upon forced diuresis were revised and improved according to the comments made by the reviewers and reporting the statement from the Special Interest Group on Cancer Care of the European Society of Clinical Pharmacology.
(2) Reply to reviewer 02446400:
a. We added some of our unpublished data.
(3) Reply to reviewer 00009760:

a. Statement upon forced diuresis were revised and improved according to the comments made by the reviewers and reporting the statement from the Special Interest Group on Cancer Care of the European Society of Clinical Pharmacology;
b. Statement upon perioperative morbidity and mortality were smoothed;
c. Upon the “terminal state” of these patients: we focused on how patients did not regret to have undergone the procedure and that they are aware that the procedure will gain time for them. Moreover quality of life got back to baseline level or eventually overshot it in 3-6 months. We did not understand if the reviewer considers the procedure as a “definitive treatment”. This is the case of some diseases arising from the peritoneum but not for the majority of diseases the procedure is performed. In this case we must disagree, but this position is rather odd. On the contrary we thank him to have highlighted that the statement was too gloomy and we injected a good load of hope in it, focusing on absence of regret to have undergone the procedure, the excellent results on the quality of life while the life expectancy is elongated. We hope we improved the manuscript and gave the procedure a realistic hopeful view.
