This study included 20 patients with different chemotherapy regimens, i.e., SP and DCF. How the authors assigned these regimens for these patients? This study is retrospective study and the authors should clearly state this in the method section. 
Thanks for your advices , the first question: How the authors assigned these regimens for these patients? The most important reason is the chemotherapy price. Because the best chemotherapy regimen for metastatic gastric cancer is uncertain. Our study was a two centers pilot study of gastric cancer patients with multiple synchronous liver metastases (LMGC). Our previous pilot study in Beijing we found that liver resection combined with weekly docetaxel-based DCF regimen were well tolerated, well response treatment. But in Qingdao most patients could not afford the price of DCF regimen, so we had to apply SP regimen. SP is considered to be one of the standard regimens for advanced gastric cancer.
The inclusion and exclusion criteria were showed in our previous study.
2.
Twenty patients underwent the resection of liver metastasis from gastric cancer but the other patients (94 patients) did not. How the authors decided the feasibility of hepatectomy for liver metastasis? The authors should state the reason for the criteria of unresectable tumor.
