Changes in the core tip: The presented paper is intended to discuss, comment and illustrate the recently published international guidelines on hepatic applications of contrast enhanced ultrasound. Recommendations are based on a prospective multicenter study with more than 1000 histologically confirmed tumors and on national and international guidelines. The focus is on the clinical important work-up of the fortuitously discovered liver lesion. In contrast to most other published papers dealing with imaging methods this recommendation also gives advice for the clinician from a clinical point of view including laboratory data. The described work-up includes different scenarios, e.g. the asymptomatic (healthy) patient versus the oncological patient. Limitations of techniques and source of error are explained as well.
