Why in fact did the choice a population of children with celiac disease if the intention was not to compare the presence of CDV risk factors in this population compared with healthy controls?

Thank you for your comment. However as pointed out by the 1st reviewer: “the work explores a concept that was not given attention before. With changing lifestyle and environment are celiac children more exposed to cardiovascular risk factors than normal population it needs to be validated in further prospective studies”. This concept has been now extensively addressed in the paper and is  reflected in our primary aim which was to describe CVD risk factors in a population of celiac children adhering to a GFD for at least one year, in two Mediterranean countries.
