I have revise the introduction and discussion for Th22 and innate lymphoid cells. Recently, some studies have found that IL-22+ innate lymphoid cells could be important mediators of inflammatory bowel diseases. Th22 was implicated in the pathogenesis of some chronic inflammtion diseases including psoriasis, ankylosing spondylitis and rheumatoid arthritis. However, there’re rare reports about the role of Th22 in gut inflammation which needs to be investigated.
