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SPECIFIC COMMENTS TO AUTHORS

First, Based on the actual clinical problems, the study deeply revealed the persistent
intestinal microecological disorders in patients with sepsis, and the intestinal
microecological disorders were correlated with inflammatory indicators and intestinal
barrier indicators of sepsis, which provided certain evidence support for the treatment of
clinical target diseases. Second, there is relatively little research on the correlation
between intestinal flora and sepsis. This research has some advanced nature. Third,
However, the following issues are still considered: (1) the inclusion criteria of non
sepsis group were not clearly stated. (2) Is the underlying disease in the non sepsis
group consistent with that in the sepsis group? The influence factors of intestinal flora

are complex It is suggested to further refine the baseline data of patients.
