Authors should carefully revised the relevant sections. 4. RISK FACTORS section:

Several risk factors have been associated with post-LT NAFLD occurrence. These factors

include common factors for all NAFLD, specific factors for post-LT NAFLD. Authors

should simplify the common factors while focus on the specific factors. 5. For focus

onpost-LT NAFLD, it is better to remove DIAGNOSIS section. 6. MANAGEMENT

section: Authors should simplify the common management while focus on the specific

management for post-LT NAFLD.
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
