(1) The title and the take home-message have been revised to meet reviewers's suggestion.
(2) The different theories of development of esophageal adenocarcinoma have been enlightened in the discussion section.
(3) Before conducting animal experiments, the number of animals of the test group should be considered firstly. The greater the number of trials the better the results. However, due to the restrictions of funding, equipment and time limit, it is impossible to select too many numbers. 
Reference to the similar rat model (Digestive Diseases and Sciences 2007, 52:3202-3208), followed up for 20 weeks after surgery, high prevalence of esophageal metaplasia (78%), and adenocarcinoma (50%) were observed in the lower part of the esophagus. At the beginning of the experiment, the number of trials of each group is more than 30 rats.  However, our tests can not replicate their results, the incidence of esophageal metaplasia and adenocarcinoma in our experiment was lower than their. In order to continue to observe the test results, we have extended the postoperative follow-up time of 40 weeks. Of course, the number of animals suitable for testing reduced. The number of test animals does not affect the accuracy of the results after statistical calculation.
