	MEMORANDUM OF CO-OPERATION
TO PROMOTE ADMISSIONS

	


THIS MEMORANDUM is made BETWEEN:

(1) University of East Anglia, Norwich Research Park, Norwich NR4 7TJ, UK (“UEA”), and;
(2) LANZHOU UNIVERSITY, of 222 Tianshui S Rd, Chengguan District, Lanzhou, Gansu, China, 730000 (“LZU”)
WHEREAS

1 Preamble

1.1 This Memorandum of Co-operation (MOC) is intended to promote co-operation, discussions and positive academic relations between UEA and LZU to their mutual benefit.

1.2 By way of example only, opportunities may be sought for the exchange of students and academic staff, and/or for collaboration on joint research projects or such other activities as mutually agreed from time to time.
1.3 Nothing in this MOC shall be construed as creating a legal relationship between the Parties with the exception only of the provisions in clauses 3.2, 4, 5, 6 and 7.  This MOC is therefore a statement of intent which sets forth the general basis upon which the Parties wish to proceed; no contract will arise as to the subject matter hereof unless and until an agreement regarding each or any objective is negotiated, approved, executed and delivered by the Parties.

1.4 The purpose of this MOC is to enable UEA and LZU to pursue the Objectives by undertaking the Tasks, all as set out below.

The Parties agree as follows:

2 Objectives 

2.1 The Parties agree to facilitate discussions in good faith in relation to:

2.1.1 Subject to clauses 2.2 and 2.3, the admission of suitably qualified students from LZU to relevant degree programmes at UEA;
2.1.2 Collaboration on research projects of mutual interest;
2.1.3 The exchange of students and/or members of academic staff as agreed between the Parties and as appropriate to the circumstances of each Party, and;
2.1.4 Such additional activities as may be identified and agreed in writing by the Parties.

2.2 In each year of this MOC UEA reserves the right to limit the number of applications from LZU, where UEA shall consult with LZU, in relation to such numbers.  
2.3 Students from LZU, whose application will be considered on an individual basis, must meet the admissions criteria from UEA (as listed in Schedule 1), and will be considered for admission to the appropriate University degree programme (as also listed in Schedule 1).

2.4 As part of the standard admissions criteria for UEA, each applicant from LZU shall provide written evidence of attainment of their academic qualifications and achievement in an English language test recognised by UEA.
3 Tasks for each Party

3.1 Each Party agrees to:

3.1.1 Maintain regular and reasonable contact with the other Party, informing the other Party of any relevant changes or developments in relation to this MOC;

3.1.2 Review this MOC every three years, providing the other Party with relevant information and statistics in relation to the Objectives, and;

3.1.3 Nominate a senior member of staff to be responsible for overseeing the implementation of this MOC.

3.2 LZU agrees it shall market and promote UEA’s programmes to its own students provided always that such material shall be subject to clauses 6.2 and 6.3 and LZU shall provide no fewer than 2 draft copies of such material to UEA as part of the approval process.
4 Costs
4.1 The Parties agree that each shall bear their own costs for any work under this MOC, save and except as agreed in writing between the Parties.  For the avoidance of doubt, each Party shall meet the travel, accommodation and subsistence costs of their own staff involved in visits associated with this MOC.
5 Confidentiality 

5.1 Each Party shall keep confidential and not disclose to any person or institution or organisation any confidential information acquired by each Party in connection with this MOC unless such information is already in the public domain, is required to be disclosed by law or any legal or regulatory authority, or the other party has previously received the prior written consent of the party for its disclosure.

5.2 The obligations of the Parties under this clause 5 shall continue following the expiry or termination of this MOC.
5.3 LZU acknowledges that UEA is subject to the requirements of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (as amended from time to time) (the “FOIA”) and LZU agrees it shall cooperate and provide all necessary assistance as may be reasonably requested by UEA (at its expense) to enable UEA to comply with its obligations under the FOIA, including but not limited to, providing UEA with such information in its possession or power as may be reasonably requested in order for UEA to comply with its obligations under the FOIA.
6 Intellectual Property

6.1 Any intellectual property rights owned by a Party before the date of this MOC and during the term of this MOC will remain the property of that Party.  Nothing contained in this MOC will affect the absolute ownership rights of any Party in such Party’s intellectual property rights. For the avoidance of doubt, no licences are granted under this MOC.  

6.2 In the event that either Party wishes to use the name and/or logo of the other Party for any purposes, including without limitation for the purposes of marketing or recruitment, such Party shall obtain the written consent of the other Party in advance of such use on each occasion.
6.3 Each of the Parties shall not publish any marketing material relating to this MOC without the prior written consent of the other Party and undertake that the wording for any marketing materials shall be agreed jointly between the Parties prior to its use.

7 General

7.1 No person who is not party to this MOC shall have any right under the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 to enforce any terms of this MOC but this does not affect any right or remedy of a third party which exists or is available apart from that Act.

7.2 Nothing contained in this MOC shall be construed to imply a partnership, or employer and employee, or principal and agent relationship between any of the Parties.  No Party shall have any right, power or authority to create any obligation express or implied on behalf of the other Party.

7.3 The Parties agree to make efforts in good faith to resolve all disputes amicably and expeditiously between themselves.  
8 The Understanding

8.1 Proposals under this Agreement will be submitted through liaison officers designated by each Party to assure conformity with the Objectives.  The liaison officer at UEA will be Dr Mintao Zhao and for LZU shall be Professor JinHui Tian.
8.2 The terms and scope of each proposal will be described in individual contracts, which will be prepared subsequent to this Agreement and signed by both Parties and exchanged prior to commencement.

9 Commencement and Duration

9.1 This MOC commences on the date of signature by the appropriate officer of both Parties (“Date of Commencement”).  Either party may terminate this MOC by providing 60 days advance written notice to the other party. In such circumstances of withdrawal, cessation or the expiry of this MOC this shall be without prejudice to clauses 4, 5, 6 and 7.

9.2 This MOC shall be in effect for 5 years from the Date of Commencement.  This period may be extended by written consent of both Parties.
