(1) The effects of ASA pretreatment on antioxidant system parameters (NO, HO-1, CAT, SOD), TNF-α and NF-κB levels have been presented in the results section and the ineffectiveness of the treatment on the investigated antioxidant system parameters have been briefly discussed in the discussion section.
(2) We are in agreement with the reviewer’s opinion that the data about the protective effects of the ASA on the vital organs could have improved the quality of our paper. Nevertheless we obtained our samples 12 hours after the induction of acute pancreatitis according to our experimental design. And this 12-hour period is not long enough for the development of AP into a worsening scenario of respiratory distress syndrome (RDS) and multiple organ failure (MOF). So the effects of ASA pretreatment on vital distant organs (e.g. lungs, kidneys and liver) will be the focus of our future studies.
(3) No evidence of side effects related to chronic ASA administration (e.g. inflammation, bleeding) for any of the three doses has been observed in gastrointestinal tract in macroscopic and histopathological examinations. These observations and findings have been added into the results section.
(4) The reviewer has suggested that it is needed to explain more on no difference in outcomes (IL-6, IL1 beta, WBC, amylase level, etc.) from the three dosages (HD, MD, LD). The outcomes of the mentioned parameters from the three dosages are numerically quite different. However, comparing with the histopathological scores the differences are not parallel to each other. This inconsistency has been stated in our discussion section as following: “These results of histopathological scoring seem to be inconsistent with previously discussed data of amylase, lipase, MDA and IL1-β which have been reduced significantly by ASA pretreatment of all three doses. Even though there is evidence showing that serum amylase and lipase levels do not definitely correlate with the histopathological alterations and severity of AP, we think the aforementioned inconsistency resulted from the high variance of our data set and small sample size and can be considered as a limitation of our study.”
