The authors might improve the manuscript by
1. Shortening the introduction

The introduction  was shortened.
2. Clarifying terms as stress and cold which can not be used as “synonyms” - abstract

We changed the sentence- in cold conditions
3. Comment on the effect of climate change during the last decades on BP levels (if exist)

-- does not exist
4. Define the term meteorological factors

Temperature, humidity, atmospheric pressure  page 3, paragrapf line 3,line 1.
5. Provide a paragraph on the limitations e.g. due to the lack of data on out—office data in most cited studies and the impact of seasonal changes on white coat and masked hypertension

Paragraph on limitations as added- last page
6. Shortening the manuscript e.g. delete the last paragraph of page 4 (repeated data)

The last paragraph on page 4 was deleted as recommended.

7. Reconstructing the paragraph on the MECHANISMS by (i) using consistently subheadings, (ii) avoiding overlapping e.g. on arterial stiffness. One important issue to clarify how it is possible to have an impact of out door temperature while being on in door steady temperature condition i.e. by dividing the potential mechanisms on acutely acting and those with more chronic effect (e.g. hormonal changes)

We reconstructed the paragraph of MECHANISMS by (i) consistantly using subheadings.
We think that arterial stiffness is related to one of the mechanisms of blood pressure variability by season.  Hormonal changes are known to have a more chronic effect page 6 paragraph 3.
Figures were added regarding the explanation for seasonal cardio-and cerebrovascular mortality (page 9, 2nd paragraph; page 11, paragraph 3rd)
