Reviewer Comments:

1. Introduction: We added references of the third paragraph to support such statements.

2. Patients and Methods

a. Figures were cited in Methods than in Results section.

b. Machine settings for Doppler mentioned.

c. McNemar test was used to compare diagnostic performance of Doppler with Tc Scan. 

McNemar test was applied (p=0.453), indicating that the two diagnostic tests (Technetium scan and pulsed Doppler) are not significantly different, with respect to sensitivity.

d. The power analysis and sample size calculation were performed, based on the equation for sample size for two compared proportions with normal approximation to the binomial distribution (Feinstein, 2002) and b=0.2, i.e., power=0.8. The minimal required sample size was calculated to be 25 patients. Feinstein AR. Principles of medical statistics Boca Raton, Fla: CRC, 2002; 503.

e. The normal distribution of study variables has been assessed by applying the "Shapiro-Wilk test". Most variables proved to be normally distributed, (e.g., volume of the thyroid gland p=0.128, T3 serum level, p=0.076).

1. We changed the too strong title to another moderate one (Role of Color Doppler in Differentiation Of Graves’ Disease and Thyroiditis in Thyrotoxicosis

2. ROC analysis of the results was performed and determined that 40cm/sec is the appropriate cut-off value of peak systolic velocity to differentiate Graves’s disease from thyroiditis (fig 5).

3. In the second paragraph of the Discussion, we corrected the wording of sentences needs to be corrected.
