* For more clarity regarding the non specialist, the author may state that coronal deformity refers to genu varum and that axial deformity refers to internal tibial torsion.

· Thanks for your comment, I had mentioned what is meant by axial and coronal deformity.

* Key words: the coma between “Infantile” and “Blount’s” should be removed. “8 plate” should be “8 plates”. 

· Thanks for your comment, the comma was removed. The “8 plate” is the name of the plate because it looks like the figure “8”.  The official name of the plate as used in the company website is “eight plate” and I had changed “8 plate” to “eight plate” 

Introduction

* Most of the Discussion section (from paragraph 2 to paragraph 6) describes the advantages and disadvantages of the different methods commonly used for the treatment of the Infantile Blount’s disease. I wonder whether this part of the discussion might rather be included in the Introduction section as it provides the rational to conduct this study. In the present form, the Introduction gives the impression to be an abstract of the Discussion.

· Thanks for your comment, changes had been done in the introduction and the paragraphs were moved from discussion to introduction. I also added another paragraph to introduce my idea in the introduction.

* In connection with this comment, references are missing at the last line of the second paragraph (but are provided in the Discussion).

· Thanks for your comment, changes had been done.

* It seems from the first sentence of the Abstract that the Infantile Blount’s disease “systematically” involves internal tibial torsion. However, the author states in the 2nd sentence of the second paragraph that it is only “sometimes” the case and, in the Discussion, that “most” infantile Infantile Blount’s disease patients have this deformity. What is the prevalence of patients with internal tibial torsion?

· Thanks for your comment. Two references (8,11) states that all cases of infantile Blount’s disease has internal tibial torsion. Changes in the introduction and discussion to reflect that.

Discussion

* For a non specialist, it is not clear whether “Tibial osteotomy”, “coronal deformity” and proximal osteotomy” are equivalent terms. If so, is it necessary to use these three different terms to describe the same phenomenon?

· Thanks for your comment. I used the term “proximal tibial osteotomy” and “distal tibial osteotomy” to be clearer.

* Page 5 Line 8 Third paragraph. The author should state before in the manuscript (e.g. in the Introduction section) that infantile Blount’s disease only affects obese children, as the author seems to state at this place. 

* Page 5 Line 11. Author may state for what reason(s) proximal osteotomy is usually done away from the center of deformity.

· Thanks for your comment. I had added sentence and changed the construction of the paragraph to explain the cause why osteotomies are done away from the center of deformity (fixation will be more challenging)

* It is not clear to me why the paragraph n°6, which focuses on guided growth, appears at this place of the Discussion, and not just following the paragraph n°4, which focuses on the same method.

· Thanks for your comment. The paragraph has been moved to be continuation of the paragraph number 4 (which became paragraph number three after removing one paragraph to the introduction section)

* Page 6 Line 4. His should be his/her

* Page 6 Line 11. Please check the typo (“the, the”) 

* Page 6 paragraph 4 Line 4. Please check that rotation “deformity” should not be rotation “osteotomy”.

* The last paragraph of the Discussion might be reformulated to avoid repetitions (“advantages”, “is”…). Please also check the typo of this paragraph (“the biomechanically the best option”, “is done is”).

· Thanks for your comment. All the typos had been corrected.
