1. Revision has been made according to the suggestions of the reviewer

  (1) The way of Qing Dai administration was presented in Cases.
  (2) The pharmacokinetics of Qing Dai was described in DISCUSSION.

  (3) The effect on Toll-like receptor was mentioned in DISCUSSION.

  (4) The definition of “intractable” was described in Cases.

  (5) The reason why one patient who had taken only 5ASA was included in this study was explained in Cases.

  (6) The average interval periods (with range) of performing endoscopy and the type of colitis were added in Clinical and endoscopic efficacy of Qing Dai.

  (7) Abstract was changed to emphasize that this is the retrospective and observational study.

(8) The CAI and Endoscopic Matts’ grade were referenced and the way of collecting these scores was described in Cases.

  (9) The data of CAI and Endoscopic Matts’ grade were recalculated using paired t-test and described in Statistics. 
  (10) Figures are arranged to appropriate size and the first tick on x-axis in Figure 1 was changed to “0”.

  (11) Figure 3 and 4 were merged. And the description about Figures was revised.

  (12) The radical scavenge effect of Qing Dai at low and high concentration was mentioned in Hydroxyl radical scavenging effect of Qing Dai. The numbers of this experiment was described in Figure Legend.
2. There are two issues that we believe no need to revise.

(1) The patient D and F were not excluded because we consider this is not controlled study but observational study. 

(2) It is our policy that the documentation of institutional ethical approval is not required for case report.
