1 Format has been updated. However, the aim and conclusion section of the abstract contained 38 and 42 words, respectively. We were unable to reduce it because the study actually had two parts: (1) FGFR4 Gly388Arg polymorphism as a genetic risk factor for gastric cancer and 2) the associations between this polymorphism and clinicopathological parameters and survival. Would you kindly make an exception for this study this time?
2 Revision has been made according to the suggestions of the reviewer
(1) We cited a reference about the change of incidence rate of gastric cancer in the introduction section.
(2) We added a sentence regarding the role of targeted treatments in gastric cancer in the introduction section and cited two references which the reviewer mentioned. 
(3) We provided the detailed data about basic information including sex and age, lifestyle habits and history of diseases in gastric cancer cases and healthy group.
(4) We added Hardy- Weinberg Equilibrium (HWE) analysis to compare the observed and expected genotype frequencies in healthy control group.
(5) We added the results of HER2 status in gastric cancers. The relationship between FGFR4 genotype and HER2 status were tested and we also evaluated the effect of the FGFR4 genotype on overall survival of patients with gastric cancer s stratified by HER2 status.
(6) We provided the information about chemotherapy (5-fluorouracil and cisplatinum).
(7) We corrected the mistake about the number of blood samples in the result sections.
