   Meta-analyses were performed with Cochrane Review Manager 5.1. (Review Manager (RevMan) [Computer program]. Version 5.1. Copenhagen: The Nordic Cochrane Centre, The Cochrane Collaboration, 2011). The random effect model proposed by DerSimonian and Laird (20) and the Mantel-Haenszel method (21) were used to estimate the pooled relative risk and 95% CI of the efficacy outcomes between hybrid therapy and other eradication therapies from eligible studies. The Mantel-Haenszel method was used for within-study variance and the DerSimonian and Laird method was used for incorporating both within-study and between study variances. Heterogeneity was assessed using Cochran’s Q statistics and quantified using the I2 statistics (22). I2 statistic represents the percentage of total variation attributable to between-study heterogeneity rather than sampling error. I2 values of approximately 25%, 50%, and 75% are considered as representing low, moderate, and high heterogeneity, respectively.
