Statistical review

Two groups of patients were compared using students t test for normally distributed data and Mann Whitney U test for nonparametric data (GraphPad Prism version 5.0, San Diego, USA). In addition Chi square analysis with correction for small numbers and one way anova with Tukey post analysis correction were also performed using SPSS software for Windows version 15.0 (SPSS Inc, Univ Chicago, Illinois, USA), and agreement of repeated MF-BIAs was assessed by Bland Altman analysis and Pearson correlation (Analyse It, Leeds, UK). Data are expressed as mean ± standard error of the mean, median and inter-quartile range, or percentages. Statistical significance was taken at or below the 5% level.
