(1) We thank you and the reviewer very much. Indeed, there is no sufficient evidence to prove that the solid part with no enhancement associating with the vascular compressed. Before operation, the tumor filled with liquid, may be the vascular was compressed. But during the operation, with the tumor ruptured and the pressure reduction, the vascular compression may be alleviated, so even the postoperative pathological study may not prove that. We have revised this part basing on the pathological study, and the reason why the solid part has no enhancement is attributed to two reasons. The first one is the relatively small number of blood vessels in the tumor which can be observed in the pathological images. The tumor is a congenital malformation of the vascular system, which can be observed in the pathological images, and its formation is associated with the obstruction of the venolymphatic communication between dysembrioplastic vascular tissue and the systemic circulation. So the blood flow must be slow-moving in the blood vessels, which may be similar to cavernous hemangioma , and this is thought to be the second reason.
