(1)What were the inclusion and exclusion criteria for the study?

⇒Patients were excluded if they had high dense adhesions, perforated appendicitis, acute appendicitis with abscess, or American Society Anesthesiologist scores (ASA) of 4 or 5.

(2)The authors did not tell the reader how these data were collected and concluded.

⇒We conducted the interview post operatively whether the operative scars were excellent, good, not bad, or bad. All patients answered the operative scars were excellent.

(3)It seems that the assisting surgeon is operating the camera opposite to the operating direction.

⇒The assisting surgeon is usually operating the camera left side of the patients. Because the appendix was adherent near the lower peritoneal midline, the assisting surgeon stood opposite the operator at the beginning of operation.
