(1) The study of Yoo HW, et al was cited in discussion and is the reference number 25 of our manuscript. The classification of Tanoue K, et al for portal hypertensive gastropathy was included in our discussion, but cited as a method to quantify an intervention that was endoscopic eradication of varices. Future studies on the natural history of this disease and related factors should be done, helping to clarify some of the current controversies, including studies with histologic findings and comparison with the endoscopic criteria of the classifications that we’ve already started. Table 2 was deleted. Only antral elevated erosive gastritis showed high reliability and high specificity with relation to the presence of PH (92 %) and diagnosis of PHG (88.31 %), so we think it’s important to maintain these findings to others researchers.
(2) Table 2 was deleted. The others tables were shortened as suggested. Discussion was improved as suggested.

(3) Kappa value for all the endoscopic criteria of the three classifications of portal hypertensive gastropathy are in tables 2-4 and in table 5 for antral erosive gastritis.
(4) Cronbach’s alpha was used to determine reliability among the five endoscopists with values of between 0 and 0.60 considered Unsatisfactory, 0.60 to 0.69 as Satisfactory, and 0.70 to 1.00 as High a degree of reliability. Table 11 doesn’t exist, it was a typing mistake. Accuracy of confluent red marks is cited in table 4
