The manuscript has been improved according to the suggestions of the Editor and Reviewers:

1 Format has been updated according to the suggestions of the Editor and the revision policies of BPG.
2 Revision has been made according to the suggestions of the Reviewer.
(1) In the definition of the primary endpoint, we have clarified that in-hospital bleeding events were censored to avoid tautology issues.
(2) In the limitations section, we have added the potential limitation of a low event-per-variable ratio (with appropriate referencing, as suggested).
(3) On top of the predictive ability for bleeding and death/bleeding, we have added analyses to explore the predictive ability of BLEED-MI for ischaemic events (composite of death, MI and stroke), as well as net adverse clinical events (death, MI, stroke and significant bleeding).
(4) We added a figure (Figure 3) showing the curvilinear change in risk of bleeding with increasing BLEED-MI scores.

(5) Although we have not added a calculator, we intend to do so following the eventual publication of this manuscript.
3 References and typesetting were corrected. The PMID has been added for all references (except for one, as it is an abstract published in the Abstract Supplement of the EHJ (2011).
