1. Correction of the complicated sentence in the Introduction

As the reviewer pointed out, because the second sentence in the Introduction is a bit 

complicated, it may lead to misunderstanding. Therefore, we have corrected the sentences
 (page 3, 1st paragraph).

2-1. Performance of blood transfusion

As the reviewer pointed out, the red cell transfusion was performed to correct anemia on days 5 and 8.  This may be one of the reasons why serum calcium levels did not increase markedly soon after admission, and increased more markedly after a while from the admission.  Because citrate content into blood transfusions binds to serum calcium, and serum calcium levels have tendency to decrease during the usage of blood transfusion.  We have added these comments in Case report (page 4, 2nd paragraph) and Discussion (page 6, 2nd paragraph).  Moreover, we have added the time when the red cell transfusion was performed using arrows in new Figure 1.

2-2. The information of calcium supplementation

We indicated the information in the original manuscript (page 6, 2nd paragraph). Moreover, we have added it in Abstract.

3. Performance of 1α-hydroxylase immunostaining

As suggested by the reviewer, we would like to perform 1α-hydroxylase immunostaining on the granulomatous tissue. However, as far as we examined, the antibodies of 1α-hydroxylase immunostaining are not commercially available. Therefore, unfortunately, we could not do it.
