(3) Women patients with pregnancy or lactation. why and when? The answers are listed below:
  On one hand, women patients with pregnancy or lactation should not be included in clinic trials for the requests of medical ethics, especially in the Pharmacology experiments. On the other hand, Women patients who had pregnancy or lactation after diagnosing as GISTs should be excluded.
(4)The table 1 only represented the component ratios between the positive groups and negative groups. However the table 2 indicated the risk factors in all patients in COX model. This reveled that CAⅡ, CD117 and Ki-67 expressions, tumor diameter, mitotic rate, tumor site, invading depth, complete resection or not, intraoperative rupture and adjuvant therapy represented important prognosis predictive factors.
(5)The figure 3 can efficiently answer the doubt that high CAII expression was better than that of GISTs with low or no expression, most patients with expression of CAII have high risk of NIH.
