(1) As a general rule, the administration of exogenous erythropoeisis-stimulating agents will have an impact on the production of hepcidin. In our study, we did not take the use of ESA into account, so this issue is discussed as one of our study limitations in the text.
(2) Via the Kruskal Wallis and Jonckheere-Terpstra test, we did not found there was significant correlation, between each CKD stage and LVM and LVMI. The data had been added in the discussion section.

(3)The relationship between CKD stage and LVMI was discussed in the Discussion section.
(4)The wrong date in Table 2 was revised to be the correct one.

(5)The term “cohort” was replaced by other one based on the cross-sectional nature of the present study.
