   - (Q1.) The authors reported a simple case of laparoscopic appendectomy for mucocele (for publication in Canadian Journal of Surgery as reported in Cover Letter???). 
 (A) So sorry for this confusion with another manuscript’s cover letter (submission jam), it was corrected
- (Q2) The manuscript needs to be revised for many mistakes (for example, woman or man?) and, generally, english language. 
(A) it was corrected (it was wrongly mentioned just in one location) and English language was edited by professional editing company as we mentioned above.

- (Q3) With regard to surgical procedure, the authors mentioned nodes (how many?) of appendiceal mesentery, but they should specify the appendiceal mesentery excision (laparoscopic appendectomies did non include always this!). Moreover, they should specify the possibile use of stapler for appendectomy. Finally, the diagnostic and staging role of laparoscopy should be more highlighted. 
-(A) yes, thanks so much. you’ve really touched upon a very important point. Because of possibility of malignancy, and further need for staging with regards to histopathological examination, we excised mesoappendix with mass. We added this highlighted information to the discussion.

(Q1) Well written, some minor language polishing necessary. 
(A) Thanks . language errors were re-arranged.

 (Q2) Addition of sonography and colonoscopy pictures can have additional value. I miss some focuss in the article either on pathology or aspects of the surgical technique. 
(B) Because of limited permission for pictures, we preferred operative and preoperative appendix images. We have tried to focus on combination  of laparoscopic technique for possible malignancy of appendix especially for elderly patients with high comorbidities.
