We are pleased to submit for publication our invited manuscript (ID 02540769 - topic highlight), herewith enclosed, entitled “Liver transplantation for the treatment of severe iatrogenic liver injuries". 
Liver transplantation may represent the only option to manage severe iatrogenic liver injuries. Despite widespread interest, reported experiences indicate only a minority of liver transplants are performed, and the place of liver transplantation in this setting has not yet been widely discussed. Causes other than severe bile duct injuries during cholecystectomy are less common indications for liver transplantation. We reviewed the recent literature on liver transplantation after iatrogenic hepatic injury and discusses our own experience along with surgical advances and future prospects in this uncommon transplant setting.  
We hope the editors of World Journal of Gastroenterology will find it valuable for publication.
