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Abstract

Background: Necrolytic Acral Erythema (NAE) is a rare dermaltological
disorder, which is associated with Hepatitis C Virus (HCV) infection or zinc
deficiency. It is characterized by erythematous or violaceous lesions occurring

primarily in the lower extremities. The treatment includes systemic steroids
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In addition, necrolytic acral erythema (MAE) has recently been described as a distinctive skin lesion
found in patients with chronic HCY infection. MAE was first described in 1996 with a series involving
seven patients from Egypt infected with HCV. In subsequent years, fewer than 100 cases have been
reported worldwide.
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
