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The manuscript has been improved according to the suggestions of reviewers:

1) The authors showed a negative correlation between HBV DNA load and IFN-gamma levels in active hepatitis patients. How about a correlation between ALT levels and IFN-gamma levels?
This possible association had been also checked but there was no correlation between HBV DNA load and IFN-gamma levels in active hepatitis patients (P>0.05, Spearman correlation test). This information has been added now in page 6, lines 5-6 of the revised manuscript.
2) In page 3, what does a positive liver biopsy mean? Histopathological findings should be shown in Table 1.
Liver biopsies were obtained only from the patients with positive serum HBVDNA and elevated liver enzymes and were indicative of chronic active hepatitis B infection (page 5 lines 5-10). Histopathological findings including hepatitis activity index (HAI) score and stage have been analytically described now in the revised table 1. 
3) In page 3, last paragraph; “at last 6 months” may be “at least 6 months”. “>20.000 copies/ml” should be “>20,000 copies/ml”.

Enrolled patients with HBeAg negative chronic active hepatitis were not currently treated nor had ever been treated with any antiviral agent (information added in page 4, line 5 of second paragraph).
