This finding is somehow unexpected as it has been shown that tunicamycin can block cell cycle in G1 phase. This depends on the dose used in this paper, on the time point analyzed or is it a peculiar characteristic of EC109 cell line?” ----The cycle arrest induced by TM alone is dose-dependent. To void its intrinsic cytotoxic effect, we decided to use TM at 0.5μg/ml, a concentration that was able to consistently inhibit cell growth. Although a little increase of G1-phase cell was observed, the change was not significant enough at this concentration.
