(1) Review1
· We described detailed mechanistic role of probiotics in immune tolerance induction in page 13.
· The role of Th17 cells in UC is briefly mentioned in page 3, lines 7-9.

· Grammatical error in page 4 last line is corrected (and, below that are → and, the below are)

· The characteristic TLR expressions in IEC are now described in page 5, lines 3-4 and 7-9.
· More detailed explanations on the ability of intestinal epithelium to discriminate harmful bacteria from commensals are provided in page 5, lines 17-24.
· The reference of the second sentence in “Obesity” section is inserted.

· The 5th sentence in the “Obesity” section (page 7) is modified.

· The last paragraph in page 5 has been modified as suggested.
· We have corrected the sentence for citation #24 in page 7.

· The spelling mistake of “The Intake…..” in page 7 is corrected.

· In the description of citation #34, the word “wt” is deleted and the sentence is modified to help the understanding of the readers.

- Figure 1 is modified as the reviewer suggested and legends are changed accordingly. Spelling error for lymphocytes is corrected in Figure 1.
(3) Review 3
· Minor points regarding grammatical errors are corrected (United States in p. 4 and rates in p. 13). Regarding “rating” in page 11, we used the word “rate” as it is because it implies “proportion” rather than “order”. 
· We have now updated references. In the “Introduction”, the role of Th17 in the pathogenesis of IBD is described. In the “Fatty acids” section, reference number 30 is changed to a most recent review. In the “Probiotics” section, recent mechanistic studies are now included. However, we left several key references published around 2005 because they are necessary in respective text.
