Thank you for the review of the manuscript and for the suggestions to improve it.  The following changes are tracked within the manuscript to highlight the changes in the revised version of the manuscript.

1. A table was added describing the clinical and histologic features that define different diagnosis in persons with HCV after liver transplant.  This table highlights the more common features, but the importance of overlap among the conditions is also emphasized.

2. I am not aware of a standardized definition for plasma cell hepatitis given the paucity of data regarding the condition.  The current publications regarding plasma cell hepatitis refer to the findings described in the manuscript in HCV infected persons after transplant.  A paragraph was added to better explain this concept and to propose uniform nomenclature

3. A brief recommendation was added to the conclusion section
