Appendicitis is caused by blockage in the lining of the appendix by stool,
tumors, or any foreign body. It can also be caused due to infection.
Appendicitis is characterized by pain, vomiting, constipation (diarrhea may
occur), fever and increase in urinary frequency. Treatment usually requires
surgery to remove the inflamed appendix.

Symptoms

Appendicitis starts with pain around the umbilicus and progresses to the
right lower abdomen or pelvis in a few hours.

Other symptoms include:

» Nausea, vomiting, fever, tachycardia (fast heartbeats), and foul breath

« Constipation is a common feature but diarrhea might occur in some
cases

« Increase in urinary frequency- inflamed appendix may come in contact
with urinary bladder and cause irritation and increase in urinary
frequency

Treatments

Surgery is required to treat the condition. Antibiotics are used to clear
infection.
