Choledocholithiasis
Medical Condition

A condition where gallstones obstruct the common bile duct. The bile duct
Is the small tube that carries bile from the gallbladder to the intestine.

= Rare (Fewer than 200,000 cases per year in US)

A Requires lab test or imaging

¢, Treatable by a medical professional

@ Can last several weeks or months

Stones may be formed due to a high level of cholesterol or bilirubin. Most
commeonly observed symptoms are jaundice, fever, chills, and pain in right
upper quadrant.
