(3) The main theme of the current review is how the alternate axis of the RAS is manipulated to identify therapeutic targets to treat portal hypertension in cirrhosis.

(1) It appears that octreotide improves haemostasis and rebleeding and reduces hospital stay when combined with endoscopic banding compared to endoscopic banding alone without mortality benefits. Therefore, we have revised the relevant section of discussion, as follows.

“Somatostatin and its analogues octreotide and vapreotide are splanchnic vasoconstrictors which act by inhibiting glucagon secretion and by a local mesenteric vasoconstrictive effect{Wiest, 2001 #477}. Although these drugs have a role in the treatment of acute variceal bleeding in combination with endoscopic therapy{Banares, 2002 #962}, they do not reduce mortality in this setting compared to endoscopic therapy alone{Banares, 2002 #962;D'Amico, 1998 #977}and are ineffective in HRS{Pomier-Layrargues, 2003 #367}”.
