> We have searched and added new reference on series of EATL cases in Asian population. As reviewer pointed
out, there are cases on EATL involving a large bowel however, case report on EATL Typell involving whole colonic
tract in Asian population has not been reported yet. We revised following sentence to clarify this point. (Tse E, Am
J Hematol 2012; 87: 663-668 [PMID: 22641357] )
5) What were the nonspecific finding on abdominal XR? There were no investigation whatsoever to diagnose celiac
disease.

-> Abdominal x-ray showed paralytic ileus with gaseous distention at the time of the admission. Therefore we
additionally performed CT and colonoscopy to difference diagnose disease, however result showed finding
similar to those of colitis. And considering that prevalence of celiac disease is rare in Asian population, it was not
easy to think and investigate celiac disease initially.
