If both are different, then there may be an 

interobserver variability?! • In page 14, what is meant by PNM? • In discussion section, 

page 15, you suggested that development of microcalcifications denotes increased 

disease activity, however in WHO classification of cystic echinococcus GRANULOSUS, 

presence of calcifications in type V cysts (CE-5) means inactive cyst evidenced by 

dystrophic calcification in dead alkaline tissue!
