1. Did the pt undergo a plain radiograph? What was the finding?

Yes, he underwent a plain radiograph at admission. The image showed the right thoracic cavity
to be dense, while the right diaphragmatic surface appeared to have disappeared. Right pleural
effusion was also observed.

2. How many PEB cycles did the pt receive (4+2) ?

The patient received six cycles of PEB, and three of them were supplemented with
cyclophosphamide.

3. How was the tumor resected (open / min access) ?

The tumor was resected through open thoracotomy.

4. Was the tumor excision R0 / complete resection with microscopic clear margins?

The tumor excision was pathologically-confirmed as RO.

5. How was the second resection in Aug 2020 carried out (open / mini access, details of
clearance)?

The second resection was carried out through laparotomy. Because there were some metastatic
tumor nodules found in both the thoracic and abdominal cavities and the purpose of this surgery
was to obtain pathological diagnosis, the tumor was only partially resected.

6. Was the association (Klinefelter's) of extragondal germ cell tumor considered?

Indeed, the patient examination included peripheral blood karyotyping. The result was normal.
