(1) We chose the dose of human recombinant BMP-7 according to the product description and other analogous studies; we clarified the way of administration of it in methods section.

(3) We compared the results with other studies, tried to illuminate the mechanism of BMP-7’s antagonistic effect to TGF-β1/SMADs signal pathway deeply, then we inferred the conclusion more carefully.
