Minor revisions: - revise the references: in the text, you cite 12 references but only give 11
in the reference list. Comment: ctDNA has not only shown to be more sensitive than
CA 19-9, but also to be more sensitive than current gold standard radiological methods
(computed tomography) in the display of actual tumor burden at staging (micro
dissemination or advanced lymph node status) and restaging (relapse detection); see for
