Reviewer 1: Information was provided on the prep prior to VCE and that the design of the study was to reflect actual clinical practice of referring patients to specialized centers for deep enteroscopy based on the findings of community read VCE studies. Thus, the test characteristics described in this study may be unique to patients undergoing community based VCE followed by expert DBE and may not reflect the test characteristics of VCE in patients undergoing both studies at a tertiary care referral center. However, our study is reflective of real world practice and adds to our understanding of the benefits and limitations of these modalities.
Thank you for reviewing our paper again. We understood the paper was already accepted for publication, so we do not understand this latest review. We changed the title of the paper to reflect the reviewer's concern. We hope this will enable you to publish our paper at this time.
