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SPECIFIC COMMENTS TO AUTHORS 

This is a well-written editorial. The authors underline that due to the monogenic nature 

of inherited arrhythmias the disease is a correctly selected target for gene therapy. In 

addition, they discuss ethically important issues. The very high price of gene therapy, 

which limits the availability of this types of drugs. They also correctly refer to the 

inability of insurance policy to adequately manage the reimbursement of such one-time 

therapies. Finally they conclude, that these problems lead to great inequality in the 

access to such treatment.
