focused.
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This manuscript reports on the liquid biopsy technique and its application in gastric
cancer. The manuscript provides a comprehensive summary of liquid biopsy technology,
discusses the current application of liquid biopsy technology in gastric cancer, and
proposes future obstacles to be overcome. This review covers many aspects of the topic.
However, some minor revision is needed. 1. It will be more perfect if the author adds
some summary tables of its clinical studies/trials and clinical application. 2. Instead of a
simple description, authors can add separate paragraphs and tables to elaborate on the
value of liquid biopsy techniques in the early diagnosis and treatment (including
chemotherapy, targeted therapy, and immunotherapy) in gastric cancer. 3. If possible,
the authors should add a comparison of the potential clinical utility of different liquid
biopsy techniques in the early diagnosis of gastric cancer based on multi-omics
biomarkers. 4. Compared with traditional liquid biopsy techniques, what are the specific
advantages of non-blood derived liquid biopsy techniques? 5. If possible, introduce the
research progress of liquid biopsy techniques combined with deep machine learning in

gastric cancer.
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
