Specific Comments to Authors: Using a laparosocpic forceps to help the ESD through a port would facilitate 
the exposure of dissection point, while at the same time would disturb the freedom of the tip of the 
endoscope, according to our experience. In the discussion, the value of the adding of the forceps should be 
take into count , in cases of different sizes of the lesion.
