The 

topic is interesting because, as the authors state, current treatments are limited and are 

often ineffective. The manuscript is well written and quite easy to follow, although a 

careful revision is recommended to amend some typos throughout the text. For example: 

“……salivary gland stem cells cultured in vivo then transplanted…” should be “…in 

vitro…” Some square brackets are missing in the literature citations. References 51 and 

52 should be reversed.
