Point 9 answer: Chemotherapy regimens which contains anti -VEGF may attenuate CEA expression or
shedding by tumour cells *, and 5FU can increase CEA expression and shedding’. On the other hand CEA
cut-off calculation is based on RECIST 1.1 criteria, and in regimens which contains anti-VEGF lack of
association between radiological response and outcome was described®”.In our study due to small
number o f regimens with anti- VEGF drugs, and other biological agents also, we have not plan to
consider this analysis now. In the future research we will consider this analysis.
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
