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Heovolonic and colonic/anorectal is a most common and account for 40% of cases and
imvolvement of small mlestine s aboul 30%. Isolated involvement of stomach is an
extremely unusual presentation of the disecase accounting for less than 0.07% of all
pastrointestinal T Te date there are only a few documented case reports of adults
with isolated pasiric CD and no reports in Lhe pedialric population. The diapnosis is
difficultl Lo establish in such Geses with atvpical presentation In the absenoe of any other
source of disease and in the presence of nonspecific upper Gl endoscopy and
histological lindings, serological testing can play a vital role in the diagnosis of atypical
CI2. BEeoent sludies have supeested that perinuclear anti-ncutrophil  ovtoplasmic
antibody (PNCA) and anti-Sacchiaromycescervizia antibody (ASCA) may be used as
additional diagnostic tools. The effectiveness of infliximab in isolated gastric OD s
limited to only a few case reports of adultl patients and the long-term outcome is

unknown.
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
